The last thing some churches want to be called is "Lite".  After all, church is about intensity, dedication and absolutes. 


So why has the Reach Out committee selected the terms "Lite" and "Low Stress" to describe our new Sunday night service?


In a sense, we are leaving the ninety-and-nine to go looking for that one lost sheep.  That sheep has been driven away, figuratively or literally, and left to feel she or he just doesn't measure up. We believe that the Good Shepherd not only loves the lost sheep, but is also out looking for them. And where He leads, we will follow.


If members of the flock become shepherds as well, joining in the search for missing brothers and sisters, then they are welcome additions to the search party. They remind us that the Good Shepherd is also the Lamb of God.


Sunday Night Lite is designed to draw those who are turned off by traditional church.  It will also serve those of us who of want a second service, as well as people who can't fit Sunday morning worship into their schedules.


We don't want to split the congregation between two services, or to overburden anyone with yet another church obligation. But we welcome everyone who wants to attend both services, or who sees the second service as their opportunity to serve.


The Reach Out committee has addressed many practical issues -- music, communion, publicity, and messengers.  We seek a very practical result -- to serve more people with the existing building and staffing levels.  But in these practical pursuits, we have found a very spiritual reward.


One by one, we have come to believe that God is simply calling us to do this.  Simply, as in showing us simple ways to address every practical concern. Calling, as in blessing our desire to share more of His love, more often, and with more people. Us, as in all of us who work to make it happen, and everyone who encourages the effort. 


Sunday Night Lite can be your second Sunday service, your opportunity to serve, or just a subject for your prayers and support.  Our Coffee House will continue as well, replacing Sunday Night Lite the first Sunday of every month.
